This year the Thomas Merton Center Anti-War Committee is doing something different on the anniversary of the brutal invasion of Iraq – taking buses to a national march on Washington to the end the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan and U.S. support for the occupation of Palestine. Called by the National Assembly to End the Iraq and Afghanistan Wars and Occupations and the MARCH 21 NATIONAL COALITION, we will march in solidarity with the people of the Middle East and mark six years of the illegal war and occupation of Iraq. Money for jobs, not for war!

We will also help to organize a local vigil for peace on Thursday, March 19, at the East Liberty Presbyterian Church on Penn and Highland Avenues in Pittsburgh, from 7:00pm to 9:00pm.
Demonstrations will also be held on that date in San Francisco, Los Angeles, and other cities across the U.S.

These actions will remind the nation that all U.S. military forces must be brought home from Afghanistan and Iraq, and that the U.S. antiwar movement – marching behind a banner demanding “Out Now!” – will intensify its struggle to make it happen. 

The actions are needed to assure the people of Iraq, Afghanistan, Palestine, and other countries threatened by Washington’s expansionist policies that tens of millions of people in this country support their right to settle their own destinies without U.S. interventions, occupations and murderous wars.

Why the demonstration in Washington? Because it is the seat of power, where foreign and domestic policies are decided, where money for war is allocated, and bailouts of the banking industry and corporate rich are given away.

We are seeking endorsements in order to mobilize the largest possible outpouring of antiwar opposition built by a united movement on March 21.  Let’s march on Washington and continue to march until all U.S. forces come home, U.S. bases are dismantled, and the sovereign people of the world have the right to control their own resources and determine their own futures.
